Candidate is required to report at the exam venue strictly as per the time slot mentioned in the Call Letter.
Latecomers will not be allowed to take the test.

Mapping of ‘Candidate Roll Number and the Lab Number’ will NOT be displayed outside the exam venue, but
the same will be intimated to the candidates individually at the time of entry of the candidate to the exam venue.

Items permitted into the venue for Candidates
Candidates will be permitted to carry only certain items with them into the venue.

a. Mask

b. Personal hand sanitizer (50 ml)

c. A simple pen and ink stamp pad (blue/black)

d. Exam related documents Exam related documents (Call Letter and Photocopy of the ID card stapled
with it, ID Card in Original)

e. In case of Scribe Candidates - Scribe form duly filled and signed with Photograph affixed.

No other Items are permitted inside the venue.

Candidate should not share any of their personal belonging/material with anyone.

Candidate should maintain safe social distance with one another.

Candidate should stand in the row as per the instructions provided at venue.

If candidate is availing services of a scribe, then scribe also should bring their own Mask.

On completion of examination, the candidates should move out in an orderly manner without crowding as instructed
by the venue staff.
